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Sail from Lively Barcelona on the Majestic
“Liberty of the Seas” - Western Med

Day 1  Liberty of the Seas Sail away from Barcelona 17.00
07.30 check in on the Ryanair flight. Upon arrival in Gerona you will 
be transferred to Barcelona’s Cruise Terminal where you will board 
one of the world’s biggest and most imaginative maritime marvels 
– the Liberty of the Seas (sister ship to Independence of the Seas).

Day 2   Provence (Toulon), France   07.00 – 17.00
Optional FD excursion visiting the historical port city of Marseille 
and the old capital of Provence, Aix-en-Provence.  We shall begin 
at the Old Port of Marseille, seeing amongst others the lively Quai 
des Belges and the famous Canebiere which was built in 1666. After 
some free time we shall then drive on to the town of Aix-en-Provence 
for a short visit to the historical centre and to enjoy the character 
and charm of one of the most famous towns in Provence.  As you 
walk through Aix’s romantic streets with its stately 17th and 18th 
century buildings, you will discover its sophisticated atmosphere.  

Day 3   Villefranche, France   07.00 – 19.00
Optional Full Day excursion visiting Monaco, Monte Carlo and Eze.  
We shall visit the sea-side village of Eze-sur-mer. We shall then 
drive along the scenic coastline before arriving in the Principality 
of Monaco, a sovereign state which, in 1308, was bought by the 
Grimaldi family from the then Republic of Genoa.  You may walk 
around the Old Town, including the famous Cathedral where Prince 
Ranier and Grace Kelly are now both buried. After some free time 
we will leave for Monte Carlo where we will visit the famous casino 
(entrance extra) or enjoy time at leisure.

Day 4   Livorno (Florence/Pisa), Italy   07.00 – 19.00
Today we will offer an optional excursion to Florence, one of the 
greatest cities of culture and art in Italy.  We will also visit Pisa now 
famous for its iconic leaning tower!  We shall stop in Piazza dei 
Miracoli to see the trio of works – the Duomo, the Baptistery and 
of course the Leaning Tower. We will then continue onto Florence 
where we shall have enough time to wander through this marvelous 
city to see the famous sights.  

Day 5   Civitavecchia (Rome), Italy   07.00 – 19.00
Optional excursion to visit the Eternal City of Rome which is 
approximately 1hr 30min away from Civitavecchia.  Here we will visit 
the main sights of this ancient city on foot where among others we 
shall see the Forum, Piazza Venezia, the Colosseum, Trevi Fountain, 
the Pantheon and, of course, the Vatican.  Return to our ship in time 
for departure at 19.00.  After dinner make sure to enjoy one of the 
West End-style shows and entertainment at the theatre. 

Day 6   Naples, Italy   07.00 – 19.00
Today the ship will call at Naples, located in the south of Italy and home 
to over one million inhabitants.  The Bay of Naples is considered to 
be one of the most beautiful bays in Italy.  Our optional excursion 
will take us to visit Pompeii, one of the most famous archaeological 
sites in the world. Here you can still see the intact remains of the 
town and people which were buried after the volcanic eruption of 
Vesuvius. We drive along the scenic Amalfi Coast which runs from 
Sorrento to Salerno and offers some spectacular scenery along the 
way. We shall visit the historic centre of Sorrento with free time to 
explore this wonderful town.

Day 7  Fun Day @ Sea

Day 8  Barcelona, Spain - Disembark & Overnight
Arrive back in Barcelona at 06.00.  After breakfast we shall disembark 
and our coach will take us to our 3* hotel in Barcelona.  The rest of 
the day is at leisure for personal sightseeing or you may join the 
tour leader and visit Plaza Catalunya and the Ramblas.   Evening 
optional excursion- La Siesta Show.

Day 9  Barcelona & Montserrat (optional excursion)
Early breakfast and check out of our hotel. We visit the famous 
Sagrada Familia, Plaza de Catalunya, Ramblas, the Cathedral and 
the Gothic Quarter.  We shall then visit the Olympic complex on Mont 
Juic and stop for a panoramic view of the city.  In the afternoon 
we shall drive to Montserrat Monastery founded in the 11th century 
and located amidst a national park which makes it one of the most 
spectacular of all of Spain’s natural sights.  In the late afternoon 
we shall return to our hotel for some free time.  At approximately 
9.00pm we will transfer to Barcelona airport to check-in on our 
Spanair flight to Malta departing at 11.55pm - ETA 02.00am.
